Computers project that between now and the year of 2030 we are going to have an increase of the average temperature between 1,5—4,5 degrees С Sea levels would rise by several metres, flooding coastal areas and ruining vast tracts of farmland. Huge areas would be infertile and become uninhabitable. Water contamination could lead to shortages of safe drinking water. It looks like the end of civilization on the Earth.
For hundreds of thousands of years the human race has thriven in Earth's environment. But now, at the end of the 20th century, we are at a crucial turning point. We have upset nature's sensitive equilibrium releasing harmful substances into the air, polluting livers and oceans with industrial waste and tearing up the countryside to accommodate our rubbish. These are the consequences of the development of civilization. We are to stop it by joint efforts of all the people of the world.
The range of environmental problems is wide. But the matters of people'sgreat concern nowadays are atmosphere and climate changes, depletion of the ozone layer, freshwater resources, oceans and coastal areas, deforestation and desertification, biological diversity, biotechnology, health and chemical safety. United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP) concentrates its activities on these issues.

Acid Rains
One of the most alarming forms of air pollution is acid rain. It results from the release into the atmosphere of sulphur and nitrogen oxides that react with water droplets and return to earth in the form of acid rain, mist or snow. Acid rain is killing forests in Canada, the USA, and central and northern Europe. (Nearly every species of tree is affected.) It has acidified lakes and streams and they can't support fish, wildlife, plants or insects. (In the USA 1 in 5 lakes suffer from this type of pollution).	

Depletion of the Ozone Layer
     The protective layer of the Earth, the ozone layer, which protects the Earth from the sun's destructive UV (ultraviolet) rays, is being damaged by CFCs (chlorofluorocarbons). They are released by the daily use of industrial and household products: refrigerators, air conditioners, foam insulation, cleaning chemicals, food packaging. In the ozone layer they attack the ozone molecules making a «hole». This «hole» allows more UV rays to penetrate to the Earth. It increases the risk of skin cancer, weakens the immune system of people. Besides, UV rays influence the oceans, the growth of plankton,, an essential part of the marine-life food chain in the negative way, reduce economically important crops (rice, cotton, soybeans). The life cycle is going to be undermined by the ozone.

Destruction of the Tropical Forest
 It's generally agreed that the destruction of the tropical forest has a major impact on the world climate. The tropical rain forest is a natural recycler, provider and protector for our planet. It recycles carbon, nitrogen and oxygen, helps determine temperature, rainfall and other climatic conditions and supports the most diverse ecosystem in the world. Deforestation could cause one forth of all species on earth to vanish in the next 25 years. These forests in Amazonia, South-East Asia and West and Central Africa are being destroyed at an alarming rate of 42 million acres per year.

Measures to Be Taken
   We have only a few years to attempt to turn things around. We must review our wasteful, careless ways, we must consume less, recycle more, conserve wildlife and nature, act according to the dictum «think locally, think globally, act locally». To my mind, we are obliged to remove factories and plants from cities, use modern technologies, redesign and modify purifying systems for cleaning and trapping harmful substances, protect and increase the greenery and broaden ecological education. These are the main practical measures, which must be taken in order to imprqye the ecological situation.
Some progress has been already made in this direction. 159 countries-members of the UNO have set up environmental protection agencies. They hold conferences discussing ecological problems, set up environmental research centres and take practical urgent measures to avoid ecological catastrophe. There are numerous public organisations such as Greenpeace that are doing much to preserve environment.
The 5th of June is proclaimed the World Environmental Day by the UNO and is celebrated every year.

There are a lot of places on our planet that need immediate help. The nuclear accident of Chernobyl has seriously aggravated the ecological situation in Bela rus. About 18 per cent of the country's soil is unfit for fanning and some districts in the south-east of the country are dangerous to live in.
Pollution ruins nature, creates serious danger to the flora, fauna and man himself. So nature protection should become everybody's concern.
I believe that environmental disasters can be avoided if people broaden ecological education and every person understands that the beauty of nature is extremely fragile. In my opinion, people must obey the unwritten rules of nature. Governments must take serous actions against pollution. Many countries reduce air pollution making plants and factories fit affective filters on chimneys and car exhausts. They try to use natural resources more economically. Green zones around big cities are protected and extended.
159 countries-members of the UNO have set up environmental protection agencies. They hold conferences discussing ecological problems, set up environmental research centres and take practical measures to improve the situation. The 5th of July is proclaimed the World Environmental Day.
Different non-govemmental organizations work actively to protect nature. The international organization "Greenpeace" is one of them.
As far as I know people in Europe and America are very ecologically-conscious and they do many things to protect the environment. They have so called "Clean Air Day", aimed at encouraging people to walk, bike, ride public transit, thereby reducing the use of personal cars. In a cafe you can get a recycled paper napkin with words "I feel sun on my face. Let me touch it growing" which line the picture of a green sampling, extending its leaves towards the sun. All recycled napkins call people to recycle. Carpooling is an arrangement among car owners by which each of them takes a turn driving the others to and from a designed place. So less gas is burnt and fewer emissions are discharged into the atmosphere. They also try to use the Internet instead of snail mail.
In many countries people work together on the program of sustainable development called "Local Agenda 21", which wa.s set up in 1992. Our gymnasium takes part in different international environmental projects. We also have a volunteer group which promotes the ideas of sustainable development. Members of this group organize special contests for schoolchildren to attract their attention to environmental problems, offer litter-gathering, anti-litter and community involvement programs, they encourage pupils to divide garbage into regular garbage, recyclable garbage, yard waste, paper and cardboard so that it could be recycled.
There are many things we can do at home to help nature. We can waste less water by fixing leaky pipes, turning off the tap while brushing teeth, by taking showers instead of baths. We should remember that paper is not garbage and it can be recycled, so we shouldn't throw away newspapers. By recycling of one ton of newspapers we save 17 trees. Families should buy in bulk so that to eliminate the trash from extra-packaging. We should bike and use public transport.
I personally try to do what is within my reach. I try to save water, divide garbage, use energy-saving bulbs, plant trees, feed animals and birds. I do not throw away plastic bottles and glass.
But when I look around, I realize that not all people understand the importance of nature protection. For example, people of our town like to have picnics in the forest or on the lakeshores. They often leave behind a lot of rubbish — plastic bags and bottles, tins and paper. It makes me feel sad when I see people returning to town with huge bunches of forest or meadow flowers. To my mind in forests and on lawns there should be placed a notice "Please leave wild flowers for others to enjoy!"
I strongly believe that we must review our wasteful, careless attitude to nature, we must consume less, recycle more, conserve wildlife and nature, act according to the dictum "think locally, think globally, act locally". To my mind, we should remove factories and plants from cities, use modem technologies, redesign and modify purifying systems for cleaning and trapping harmful substances, protect and increase the greenery and broaden ecological education. "Reduce, reuse, recycle!" this is the motto for taking care of nature and adopting an ecologically friendly attitude towards the environment.
If we don't realize that we are responsible for what's happening around us, we will never feel secure about the future of the world we live in.

Prehistoric mothers used to be as caring, over-protective and ambitious about their adorable offsprings, as all today’s mothers are.
Most of families start with marriages, which are said to be made in heaven. Ancient philosopher Diogenes (the Cynic) said; "Marriage is the greatest earthly happiness when founded on complete sympathy." Like every masterpiece this highly personal matter is strictly controlled and supported by law. Young people nowadays are to understand that it is not enough to promise to love and cherish each other, it is important to realize that they have taken a big step both legally and financially by deciding to get married. A husband is entitled to a married man's allowance, and both husband and wife can claim tax relief. As it often happens to a masterpiece too much perfection can spoil it. Sometimes the parents believe that their critical comments would encourage their children to greater efforts. Sadly they have exactly the opposite effect. After , a number of criticisms the child looses not only his interest in creating, but a great deal of his confidence. So being an ideal parent is a very delicate task demanding tact, patience and diligence. A wise parent remembers that it is all too easy to be destructive while attempting to be constructive. Of course, parents must point out mistakes for progress to be made. Yet acid comments designed to improve performance can unintentionally increase anxiety and undermine achievement.
Every masterpiece is born in pain, so it would be a mistake to think that a happy family doesn't face any problems. However, clever and understanding parents are always ready to experiment and find the way out. For example, the teenagers are very radical in their opinions. Anything less than fulsome praise is likely to provoke hostility and alienation. A clever parent will show how excited he is by his child's originality and search for ways to take it further. In this connection, a humorous story by Emma Bombeck called "Convenient I learing" inevitably comes to my mind. Her son used to ignore all the comments and she tried to communicate with him through homemade posters and stickers, refusing to hear his questions as well.
     The fantastic thing about family ties is that it always stirs the best feelings in people. Everybody craves for a happy family dinner for Christmas. Crestfallen orphans dream about generous loving mothers. Prodigal sons return to support their helpless parents, bound to bed. Most flirtatious wives turn out to be the best nurses, when their husbands get seriously ill. For example, Pierce Brosnan, who plays passionate womanizers in most of his films turned out to be a most loving and daring husband, giving all possible care and comfort to his wife Cassy Harris, ill with cancer and his three children. Another American celebrity Arnold Scwarzenegger has changed his image of Conan the Destroyer and Terminator and now stars in such films as "Last Action Hero" (1993), "Jingle Bells", "Kindergarten Cop (1990)" and "Junior" (1994). The man who made millions of dollars and delighted his huge army of fans by brutally slaughtering an estimated 275 people on screen in the '80 s, was rather relishing the prospect of happy family life in his palatial estate overlooking the ocean in Pacific Palisades! He announced in public that he doesn't want to expose his children to violence and gore. He wants to make movies that he can take his kids to see. To finish with, I'd like to say that there are times in our lives, when everything seems to be going badly. We all have problems we can't cope with. We feel depressed and dispirited and suffer from acute anxiety and despair. We moan and groan and think we are losers and failures. A fatherly manly hug or a mother's loving embrace can really restore you from the ashes. Then I hear my Mom's favourite words: "You are a Fallible Human Being "and understand that even if the whole world turns its cold shoulder on me, there'll still be a family to turn to for love, compassion and understanding. Many of these families live in crowded, impersonal, high-rise housing estates and their kids mix in the street gangs, who are very Often caught red handed in mugging, burglary or drug peddling. On the other hand, the rich commit crimes for the sake of easy money, drugs or to beat boredom and get .in adrenaline buzz.
Many psychologists, however, spotlight the breakdown of family life as a prime cause of crime. About 90% of young offenders are products of unhappy families. It is asserted that high divorce rates, stress in single parent families, lack of extended families, decline of discipline and loss of respect at home and school instigates both young and mature criminals.
I'd like to point out that the general belief that TV violence and gore causes crime has been very much doubted lately. Social studies and researches show that the children who had been heavily exposed to violence are far more likely to take part in a serious crime. 
An English proverb says: "When the cat is away, the mice can play." It is no secret that if the estate or property is not properly guarded and there is no permanent bobby or policeman walking around, most of the households become potential victims of housebreaking, burglary or vandalism. Personally I think that the present day police is to be reorganized considerably. First of all policemen should be given a professional training. Secondly, their wages should be risen at least five times, so that bribing and corruption would stop. Thirdly, more civilians should be hired to free officers from desk jobs. Besides, people shouldn't be afraid to intervene during the street attacks. I think that violence itself is a very vicious circle. When petty offenders are sent to prison, they are generally kept in unbearable conditions, they may lose their jobs, their homes or even families. Moreover, they acquire more criminal experience. Thus by the time they come out again they may be set on a life of crime again. Therefore sort of community service that involves unpaid social work might be a good alternative to imprisonment in our country to beat the crime rate.

War and Peace: what's it all about?
      Since the end of the Second World War in 1945 there have been some 250 major wars in which over 50 million people have been killed, tens of millions made homeless, and countless millions injured and bereaved. In the history of warfare the twentieth century stands out as the bloodiest and most brutal - three times more people have been killed in wars in the last ninety years than in all the previous five hundred.
      The destructive power of weapons has grown enormously during the twentieth century. Unfortunately, people's ability to resolve conflict has not made the same strides. The nature of warfare has also changed. From the set-piece battles of the earlier centuries, the blood and mud of the trenches in the First World War, and the fast-moving mechanised battlefields of World War Two, to the high-tech "surgical" computer-guided action in Iraq and Kuwait. 
        During the twentieth century the proportion of civilian casualties has risen steadily. In World War Two two-thirds of those killed were civilians; by the beginning of the 1990s civilian deaths approached a horrifying 90 per cent. This is partly the result of technological developments, but there is another major reason.
        Many modern armed conflicts are not between states but within them: struggles between soldiers and civilians, or between competing civilian groups. Such conflicts are likely to be fought out in country villages and urban streets. In such wars, the "enemy" camp is everywhere, and the distinctions between combatant and non-combatant melt away into the fear, suspicion and confusion of civilian life under fire.
       Many contemporary struggles are between different ethnic groups in the same country or in former States. When ethnic loyalties rule, other moral codes are often abandoned. It becomes horribly easy to proceed from neighbourhood hostility to "ethnic cleansing" and genocide. After that, killing adults is not enough; future generations of "the enemy" - their children - must also be eliminated. Women and children are then not just caught in the crossfire, they become targets as well.
        In dozens of countries around the world, children have become direct participants in war. Denied a childhood and often subjected to horrific violence, children are serving as soldiers in current armed conflicts. These young combatants participate in all aspects of contemporary warfare. They wield AK-47s and M-16s on the front lines of combat, serve as human mine detectors, participate in suicide missions, carry supplies, and act as spies, messengers or lookouts.
         Physically vulnerable and easily intimidated, children typically make obedient soldiers. Many are abducted or recruited by force, and often compelled to follow orders under threat of death. Others join armed groups out of desperation. As society breaks down during conflict, leaving children no access to school, driving them from their homes, or separating them from family members, many children perceive armed groups as their best chance for survival. Others seek escape from poverty or join military forces to avenge family members who have been killed.
         Child soldiers are being used in more than thirty countries around the world. Human Rights Watch' has interviewed child soldiers from countries including Angola, Colombia, Lebanon, Liberia, Sierra Leone, Sudan and Uganda. Children abducted by rebel forces witnessed and participated in horrible atrocities against civilians, including beheadings, amputations, rape, and burning people alive. Children forced to take part in atrocities were often given drugs to overcome their fear or reluctance to fight. Government-backed paramilitaries use children to collect intelligence, make and deploy mines, and serve as advance troops in ambush attacks.
         Girls are also used as soldiers in many parts of the world. In addition to combat duties, girls are subject to sexual abuse and may be taken as "wives" by rebel leaders. Human Rights Watch interviewed girls who had been impregnated by rebel commanders, and then forced to strap their babies on their backs and take up arms. Because of their immaturity and lack of experience, child soldiers suffer higher casualties than their adult counterparts. Even after the conflict is over, they may be left physically disabled or psychologically traumatized. Frequently denied an education or the opportunity to learn civilian job skills, many find it difficult to rejoin peaceful society. Schooled only in war, former child soldiers are often drawn into crime or become easy prey for future recruitment.

Judaism at a glance
        Judaism is the oldest of these three world religions. The first people who practiced Judaism were called Israelites. The followers of Judaism today are known as Jews. The Jewish holy book is the Torah.
        Jews believe they are descended from Abraham and Sarah. They were the first to worship the one God, or Yahweh. Abraham lived at least 3,700 years ago in what is now Iraq. The Torah says that God made an agreement, or covenant, with Abraham. If Abraham moved to the land of Canaan, Abraham and everyone who followed him would be blessed. Because of this, the Jews believed they were God's "chosen people." They believed they would continue to be blessed as long as they followed God's laws.

They were Israel and Judah. The people of Judah came to be called Jews. Over time, the Jews would be forced to leave their homeland many times. Eventually, the Jewish people spread to many parts of the world. In some areas, the Jews were treated fairly. However, in many areas, the Jews were cruelly treated. Everywhere they went, Jewish writers, artists', and scientists spread their knowledge.
           Today Jews follow many religious traditions. They have several imporant holy days. Passover is the festival that retells the story of the Israelites fleeing Egypt. Rosh Hashanah is the Jewish New Year's Day. Yom Kippur is known as the Day of Atonement. People fast (go without food) and pray on this day.
Ethics:
Abortion
Judaism does not forbid abortion, but it does not permit abortion on demand. Abortion is only permitted for serious reasons.
Animals
Judaism teaches that animals are part of God's creation and should be treated with compassion.
Capital punishment
Someone who reads the Old Testament list of 36 capital crimes might think that Judaism is in favour of capital punishment, but they'd be wrong.
Circumcision
The circumcision ritual is an ancient practice that has been carried out by Jewish parents for more than 3,000 years but not all parents accept it.
Contraception
Contraception, including artificial contraception, is permitted in Judaism in appropriate circumstances.
Euthanasia and suicide
The Jewish tradition forbids doing anything that might shorten life. However, it does not require doctors to make dying last longer than it naturally would.
Genetic engineering
Jewish experts have thought particularly hard about genetic engineering, partly because their communis has a particular genetic disease, Tay Sachs. 
Organ donation           
In principle, Judaism supports and encourages organ donation in order to save lives.

       Christianity at a Glance
     Christianity grew out of the traditions of Judaism. It started in SouthWest Asia among the Jews. It later spread to non-Jews. It became a major influence on Western civilization.
      Centuries after the start of Judaism, a Jew named Jesus began preaching in what today is Israel, the West Bank, and Jordan. Jesus taught that Cod loved all people. He said that if people trusted God, their sins would be forgiven.
      At this time, Romans ruled the land where Jesus lived. Many Jews opposed the Roman rulers. Some Jews believed God would send a messiah, or savior, to rescue them from the Romans. After that, his disciples started calling him Christ, after tin Greek word for "messiah."
      The disciples spread the word about Jesus around the Mediterranean area. People who believed in Jesus became known as Christians. Stories about Jesus and other Christian writings became known as the New Testament. The New Testament is part of the Christian Bible.
     Christians were mistreated in the Roman Empire until about A.D. 300. Then the Roman emperor Constantine proclaimed that Christianity was a lawful religion. Christianity spread throughout Southwest Asia, North Africa, and Europe. Disputes divided Christianity into two major groups. These were the Roman Catholics and the Eastern Orthodox Christians.
     Today Christianity has more followers than any other religion. The three major groups are Roman Catholics, Eastern Orthodox, and Protestants. Christians celebrate several important holidays. Christmas celebrates Jesus' birth. Good Friday remembers his death. Easter is the day on which Christians believe Jesus rose from the dead.
Ethics:
Abortion 
The Church of England strongly opposes abortion and encourages people to think through the issue very carefully. The Roman Catholic Church believes that life begins at the moment of conception and says that deliberately causing an abortion is a grave moral wrong.
Animal rights
 For most of history Christian thinkers believed that human beings were greatly superior to animals and ignored animal suffering. Modern thinkers say human beings have a steward's role.
Capital punishment 
For much of history, the Christian Churches accepted that capital punishment was necessary. In recent times many Christians have argued against the death penalty on the grounds that Christianity should support life.
Circumcision 
Since the early days of the Church, Christians have not been required to be circumcised.
Contraception 
The Bible has little to say about contraception, so Christian ideas about contraception come from church teachings. They are often based on different ideas of Christian marriage.
Euthanasia 
Christians are mostly against euthanasia. The arguments are usually based on the beliefs that life is given by God.
Organ donation
 Sacrifice and helping others are key themes, across all forms of Christianity, so a decision to donate organs is seen as a positive thing.
Same-sex marriage
 Same-sex marriage is a divisive issue in many Christian churches, but not all. Quakers have been welcoming gay unions since 1987 and the Methodist Church reopened the debate at their 2006 conference.

Soon all of Arabia was Islamic. Islam also began to spread outside of Arabia.                                                                                                                                                                                                
     As Islam spread, it split into two groups. These were the Sunnis and the Shiites. Most Muslims are Sunnis. These two groups disagree on which leaders should rule Muslims.        
     The Quran is the Muslim holy book. Muslims believe it is the direct word of Allah. It lists the five pillars of faith. The five pillars of faith are the duties which all Muslims must fulfill. First, Muslims must state that there is no god but Allah, and Muhammad is his messenger. Second, Muslims must pray five times each day.    Third, they must help poor people or institutions such as schools. Fourth, they must fast. Fasting means that they cannot eat or drink during the daytime of a special holy month. This holy month is called Ramadan.
       The last pillar of faith is a pilgrimage, or trip to a sacred place. Once in each Muslims life, he or she must make a trip to Makkah to pray. This journey is called the hajj. The reward for fulfilling all these religious duties is paradise.
Ethics:
Abortion 
Muslims regard abortion as wrong and haram (forbidden), but many accept that it may be permitted in certain cases.
Animals 
Muslims believe that all living creatures were made by Allah. They are instructed to treat animals with compassion. For meat to be halal (permissible) for Muslims to eat, the animals must be slaughtered in a particular way.
Capital punishment 
Islam on the whole accepts capital punishment for two categories of crime: murder and 'spreading mischief in the land'.
Contraception
Islam is strongly pro-family and regards children as a gift from God. There is no single attitude to contraception within Islam, but eight of the nine schools of law permit it.
Euthanasia and suicide 
Muslims are against euthanasia. They believe Allah chooses how long each person will live and human beings cannot interfere.
Circumcision of boys
Muslims are still the largest single religious group to circumcise boys. The main reason given is cleanliness. Circumcision is not mentioned in the Qur'an but is highlighted in the Sunnah.
War
Islam sets down clear guidelines as to when war is ethically right, and clear guidelines as to how such a war should be conducted.
Jihad
In addition to other teachings about war, Islam has the concept of jihad.

   Teaching is a very difficult job of great responsibility and most specific   character. There is a wide variety of work in teaching. A good teacher is not only a communicator of knowledge but a model of competence. He forms attitudes to his subject and attitudes to learning, becoming himself a symbol of education process, a person who is learning as well as teaching. While communicating with children a teacher studies them closely to discover their interests, their strengths and weaknesses, their needs and abilities. Thus a good teacher always regards capacities his pupils have, trying to temper/his teaching methods to children's abilities and aptitudes. He builds his work upon what he learns about his children.
An environment should be created to stimulate children to develop their abilities and satisfy their interests. "Climate" of a classroom depends on the nature of personal relationships between a teacher and his pupils. These relationships should be founded on respect for a person. Thus a primary condition of creating a good atmosphere in class is that everybody in it respects everybody in it. Teacher's authority will be ensured by respect of his pupils, because his knowledge and skill are greater and better coordinated and his thinking is at a higher level than that of his pupils. His commands are likely to be respected and obeyed then.
It is a purpose of education to liquidate ignorance. But it is also the function of education to help children to live in the community, to prepare them for real life situations. Social development is paid just as much attention to as intellectual development. School becomes a place of work and play, of living and learning. A teacher takes an active part in shaping of child's character, fostering honesty, kindness, loyalty, cooperation and respect for ideals.
      Quintilian, the prominent Roman school master, wrote in his "Institutes Oratory"* published about 95 AD the following about a teacher and his work: "Let him adopt a parental attitude to his pupils. Let him be free from vice himself. Let him be strict but not austere, kind but not too familiar: for austerity will make him unpopular, while familiarity breeds contempt. He must control his temper without shutting his eyes to faults requiring correction. His instruction must be free from affection, his industry great, his demands on class continuous, but not extravagant. He must be ready to answer questions and to put them unasked to those who sit silent. In praising the answers of his pupils he must be neither grudging nor over-generous. In correcting faults he must avoid sarcasm and above all abuse to discourage industry."
Here is an exacting job, but those who are well equipped for it will have a happy and satisfying life.

The English teacher
     Nowadays, for the particular role English language is playing in many fields of the modern life, English teachers are always growing in number. But, unfortunately, not all the teachers are prepared in the same way.
