Teacher of English: how to effectively communicate in the classroom.
Nowadays, for the particular role English language is playing in many fields of the modern life, English teachers are always growing in number. But, unfortunately, not all the teachers are prepared in the same way.

The most important thing, a good teacher has a personal interest in the students as human beings, who knows that students inside are persons, with their problems and feelings, I think a good personal relation is the first thing students and teachers should try to achieve. This is very important above all in the case that students haven't chosen to study English, but are forced to because it is one of the ministerial sub​jects; the teacher, in this case, has to interest the students in what he or she teaches.

In the domain of English Language Teaching (ELT), several methodologists conceptualize the role of the language teacher broadly as the “facilitator of learning” in the context of Communicative Language Teaching (CLT) instead of the rather narrow concept of the “teacher as instructor”. So, a teacher’s role as a facilitator entails the sub-roles of an “overseer” of student’s learning, a “classroom manager”, a “consultant” or “adviser”, and sometimes “co-communicator” with the learners. The traditional method of teaching English makes the teacher the all-powerful authority in the classroom, almost obliterating the existence of the learner. In a teacher-centred classroom the teacher becomes someone like the Greek Titan, Atlas, bearing the burden of the whole class on his or her shoulders. 

Now the Paradigm has changed. The kind of spoon-feeding of knowledge was objected to, and the importance of the role of the learner as an active agent in his or her learning was pointed out. Learner-centredness in ELT is a result of the confluence of several innovative perspectives on language teaching. Among them, mention must be made of the humanistic approach to language teaching, which developed during the later half of the twentieth century, and communicative language teaching, which developed in the 1960s and desire to make language teaching more flexible and more responsive to students’ real communicative needs.
In the current paradigm the main conceptual basis for Task-based Language Teaching is “experiential learning” or “learning by doing”. The communicative skills of the learners can be developed if they are motivated. In my opinion, a teacher should be very flexible in his/her approach. In general, I think it is better to work in pairs and/or groups, to allow students to discover things for themselves and make them free to experiment new structures, but there should also be some time when the teacher is at the centre of attention.
Every teacher should be aware of the fact that teaching cannot automatically lead to learning for the simple reason that learning is primarily a personal construct controlled by the individual learner. The teacher can at best create and maximise learning opportunities by involving the learners in the learning process. I think teachers should invite and encourage  students to participate in the class, because students will benefit from it. 

In the 21st Century classroom, teachers are facilitators of student learning and creators of productive classroom environments. The term ‘facilitator’ is used to describe a particular kind of teacher, one who is democratic rather than autocratic, and one who fosters learner autonomy through the use of group work and pair work and by acting as more of a resource than a transmitter of knowledge. The innovative role of a teacher as facilitator involves empowering learners by giving them more initiative and responsibility, whereas in the traditional teacher-fronted classroom, the learner is always under the firm control of the teacher.
